The church council held its regular meeting on December 13, 2009 and the main points discussed in the
meeting are as follows:

We received correspondence from Lutherdale requesting our annual donation and a request was made from
RALM to increase our pledge to them by $100.

Several committees had to reschedule their meetings due to the weather. Highlights of the committee reports
are:
e Buildings and Grounds - the snowplowing has been arranged for the season. A request was made to have
incandescent bulbs in part of the sanctuary in order to have the ability to dim the lights.
e Finance and Treasurer - Year to date, the general fund is down $17,600. A comparison of this year to last
year shows that the total income is $5400 less than last year and expenses are $11,000 less than last year. Our
overall total is down $27,000 from the budgeted amount and last year at this time we were down $24,000.
e Social concerns 0 LSSI and Mosaic are the concerns of the month. In January there will be a collection of
jeans and diapers for Caritas.
e Worship and Music 9 Due to the flu season, hand sanitizer will be available in the sanctuary and narthex
for people to use before church and communion if they wish. The performance of A Christmas Carol was well
attended. The holiday harmony concert is scheduled for December 16 th.
e Youth 0 A family ski trip is scheduled for January 16 t at Cascade Mountain. There will be an overnight
ski trip in February. Both trips will be taken with youth and families from Prince of Peace.

e Personnel Committee - they metin early December to discuss staff compensation and to develop a prelimi-
nary budget based on the pledges and committee budgets.

e Nominating Committee & A youth representative has agreed to be on the ballot for the one  -year position.

Two other people have agreed to be nominated to serve the remaining years of two terms. Two more people are

needed to fill the three -year terms.

Earned Income & Thanks to Howard VanValzah and Kara Wilcox for organizing the November pie auction.

e The committees made their proposed budgets. Thanks to the committees for holding down the spending in
20009.

e The annual meeting is on January 31, 2010.
